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Instrumental Lessons at St Mary’s – September 2017
Dear Parents,

 As you may well know, music is very much part of life at St Mary’s and we offer a huge range of instrumental lessons. Most lessons are provided by Hampshire Music Service. Lessons are taught in groups, with a minimum of 30 lessons/ small ensemble tuition being given during the year.  As of September, the charges for instrumental teaching will be £70 per term payable at the beginning of each term. Parents will be required to commit to pay for the entire year even if their child decides to give up mid-year. We also have three private teachers who visit school to give lessons in guitar, piano and keyboard.  

Children are required to provide their own instruments. Hampshire Music Service hire out many instruments for £20-£30 a term if needed. 
If your child would like to know more about learning a musical instrument, please bring them along to the MUSIC ROADSHOW on Thursday 18th May after school. They can try instruments and talk to a variety of teachers about learning an instrument. They can also be measured for instruments where this is needed. You can also book lessons then.

Instrumental lessons with Hampshire Music Service at St Mary’s CE Junior School
MUSIC CONTRACT
The cost of music lessons are £210 per year (£70 per term) for each instrument and are payable within 2 weeks from the start of each term – reminders will be sent out.  You can pay by cash, cheque or using the online payment system.

Information about instrumental lessons

· Fees are payable termly in advance (within the first two weeks of each term) unless special arrangements are made with the School Office

· The school reserves the right to cancel a pupil’s lessons if the appropriate fees are not paid in advance

· Children are taught in groups of a maximum of 4 pupils

· Group lessons are between 20 and 30 minutes depending on the size of the group

· A minimum of 30 lessons are taught during the year, usually more (this may also include small ensembles to gain wider musical opportunities and one session will include the music teacher supporting at BPSM an annual event at the Anvil in lieu of a lesson). 

· A practice book will be issued for you to communicate with the child’s instrumental teacher and sign weekly

· An annual report will be issued by the instrumental teacher

· Children should be encouraged to practice regularly and be provided with music as required by the teacher

· Children are expected to attend at least one school instrumental music ensemble after learning for one year, possibly earlier if invited (usually the school orchestra)

· Fees are payable for the entire year even if your child gives up part way through, as the school is committed to Hampshire Music service for the whole year.

· The School subsidises these lessons as well as parents paying fees.

Please sign and return to the school office. Should we not manage to place your child in lessons in September, your child will be placed on a waiting list for all of the instruments they are interested in.
