Reflect

Isaiah promised the arrival of a ‘Prince of peace’ (Isaiah 9) — and he didn‘t just mean peace and
quiet! The Hebrew word for peace, shalom, means a state of completeness or wholeness. Isaiah
was writing in a time of conflict... And so the angel’s announcement of ‘peace on earth’ signals
that Christmas is God remaking peace or shalom with this world. Through Jesus, he will one day
bringing everything back under the blessings of shalom. In the meantime, Jesus grew up to
teach his followers: ‘Blessed are the peacemakers’ (Matthew 5.9).
