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The Latest Recipe Recommendation… 


Three step Autumn soup
By Miss Cummings

(Remember to ask an adult to help you when cooking).
Ingredients:

· 2 tbsp olive oil

· 2 onions, finely chopped

· 2 garlic cloves, crushed
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¼ tsp hot chilli powder

· 1 butternut squash, peeled and cut into 2cm pieces

· 100g red lentils

· 1l hot vegetable stock

· 1 small bunch coriander, leaves chopped, plus extra to serve.

· Crusty bread rolls to serve.

Method:

STEP 1
Heat the oil in a saucepan over a medium-high heat. Fry the onions with a pinch of salt for 7 mins, or until softened and just caramelised. Add the garlic and chilli then cook for 1 min more.
STEP 2

Stir in the squash and lentils. Then, pour over the stock and season to taste. Bring to the boil, then reduce the heat to a simmer and cook, covered, for 25 mins or until the squash is soft. Blend the soup with a stick blender until smooth, then season to taste.
STEP 3

Stir in the coriander leaves and ladle the soup into bowls. Serve topped with yogurt and extra coriander leaves. Add a crusty bread roll for dipping.

I am extremely fortunate to have a family who like to get outside and to own two double kayaks (named Topsy and Tim) which we take out as often as we can. 

Please do not get the idea that I am crashing down a white-water course at high speed...cascading down waterfalls or plummeting towards rocks in my kayak....the opposite is the truth! Whether it is a quick paddle on the local canal or around the coast further afield, I like the serene feeling of floating along on the water and having time to relax and take the time to notice the beautiful country we live in.

A poem written 100 years ago comes to mind when I am outside in the kayak.  WH Davies was a Welsh poet who clearly recognised how busy life could be, even in 1911 and he wrote a poem which starts: What is this life if, full of care, we have no time to stand and stare? When was the last time you stopped while outside and looked around?  I mean really look around at the details of our world.  Maybe if you do, you could perhaps notice the types of clouds in the sky? The feel of a gentle breeze on your face? The multitude of colours in an autumn leaf? 

Try it today, just stop….breathe and look…… and see how much calmer you feel and how much you find out about the amazing world around you.

Follow these instructions to make a lovely winter snow globe decoration

What you need: SR
-aphotographor printed image - laminator /(15 \ o O\
-snow globe templates ~glitter |

black card ~string |

- glue stick -scissors

~hole punch

- marker pen

- white acryic paint

-laminating sheet

What to do:

1. Print and cut out the templates.

2. Cut out the picture that you have chosen for your
snow globe.

3. Using a marker pen, draw around the circular
template on the inside of the laminating sheet.

4. Use white acrylic paint to add snow to the
bottom of the circle.
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Carefully place your cut-out image on top of the
laminating sheet. Add glitter!

Close the laminating sheet and feed through the
laminator. Be careful to use a carrier if you need
<ot (A child will need support from an adult to
‘complete this step.)

Cut around the circle.

Mark out the black card using the base template
and cut out.

Glue the base to the bottom of the snow globe.

Use craft materials or a white pencil to write on.
the base.

Make a hole in the top of your snow globe with @
hole punch. Add string and hang on your tree!

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What is going on in the world?
Coral reef discovered in Australia

A new coral reef, taller than New York’s Empire State Building and the Eiffel Tower in France, has been discovered in remote waters off Cape York, Queensland, Australia. A group of Scientists, who were on a 12-month mission to create a 3D map of the sea floor, found the huge structure. 
Like an underwater mountain, the unnamed reef is about 1.5km long and rises to more than 500m tall, its highest point sitting about 40m below the surface of the ocean.  The Great Barrier Reef, the world's largest coral reef, is home to more than 1,500 species of fish, 411 species of hard corals and dozens of other species.
Scientists are really excited about the possibility of finding lot of new marine species there. They explored the reef using a robot (known as SuBastian) and the discovery was live stremed to their YouTube channel. 
The new reef is among a cluster of eight tall “detached” reefs in the area, so-called because they sit outside the main part of the Great Barrier Reef. But while the other seven reefs were all mapped in the 1800s, the new discovery has remained unexplored until now. It’s the first detached reef found in more than 120 years so it is an extra special discovery!
