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Our School

Daily Routine
In order to create a calm start to the day, the doors are opened at 8:30am for children to go straight into their classroom to start their Early Morning Tasks. The gates will shut at 8:45am and registration is at 8:50 am. The register is taken promptly and all children are expected to be in the classroom settled to early work by this time.

Security

Absences
If your child is unwell and cannot attend school, please call the school office before registration to inform us of their absence.  If your child is unable to attend an afterschool club that they have signed up for, please let the school office know before the start of the club.  We do ask that children who have had vomiting or diarrhoea do not return to school for 48 hours after the last episode of vomiting or diarrhoea.
Absence for holidays will not be authorised except for exceptional circumstances, this is at the discretion of the headteacher. 

Collective Worship
Collective worship is held every day and forms an important part of our school community
and the Christian values we hold. Collective worship is held either as whole school, class or year group.


Equipment
There is no particular equipment your child needs to bring to school.  The school provides all stationery items and resources needed for specific lessons. We do encourage all pupils to bring in a named water bottle daily to help them keep hydrated throughout the day. This bottle should be clear and only contain water.  We do discourage large back packs as these take up too much space on pegs and in cloakrooms.

Mobile Phones
We do not allow pupils to have their mobile phones in school. Should they need to bring it in for any reason, it must be handed into the school office or the class teacher at the start of the day so it can be safely locked away and it can then be collected at the end of the school day and signed back out. The school does not take responsibility for mobile phones that are brought into school and not left securely at the office.
