· It enables schools to effectively plan their use of the Primary PE and sport premium
· It helps schools to meet the requirements (as set out in guidance) to publish information on their Primary PE and sport premium
· It will be an effective document to support Ofsted inspections enabling schools to evidence progress in Physical Education (PE) and evidence swimming attainment, which forms part of the PE National Curriculum. We would recommend schools consider
the Intent, Implementation and Impact of any spend, as examined within the Education Inspection Framework.

It is important that your grant is used effectively and based on school need.

Schools must use the funding to make additional and sustainable
improvements to the quality of the PE, School Sport and Physical Activity (PESSPA)
they offer.

	TA’s are timetabled to run sports activities during lunchtimes, which was accessed by 15% of the school. 

Play leaders are running various games during lunchtimes, with a take up of 32%.  

New playground equipment is now in a separate container from the PE container and is being used every break and lunchtime. 

Most classes are taking part in a Daily Mile at least twice a week.


Teachers are now teaching at least one lesson ‘off the page’ every two weeks in mathematics, using the outside space to do so. 

History planning demonstrates use of the outside space to recreate battles, etc.

Science learning involved pond dipping, demonstration of how particles vibrate etc. 

Local walks in the village in Geography, as well as a river trip.


ECT’s have been supported in the teaching of PE this year and are now much more confident. Assessment data in both classes with ECT’S are above 90% for EXS or above in PE, in line with the rest of the school. 
PE lead has looked at planning and added in links and diagrams to help support teachers who are not as familiar with particular sports.


New sports have been introduced into the curriculum, e.g., ultimate Frisbee in year 6. 

Staff involved in various local sports teams continue to promote their club through after school clubs/ when attending competitions/ in training for competitions. 

Olympics focus week in school showcasing a range of sports involved in the Olympics. 

52% of children are involved in a local sports club. 

All disadvantaged children were offered an after school club this year, with a 50% take up.

10 competitions were entered this year, with a total of 75 children attending, 22% of the children on roll.
