Continuing into the second half term, we will be asking, "2000BC: Where would you prefer to be?" by studying our final civilisation – Ancient Egypt. Reading 
A good book is exciting, thought provoking and powerful! It is so important for your child to read around 5 times a week and for you to hear your child read as often as possible. Two easy activities to benefit your child and make use of the reading record are to;

· note down new and unusual words in your reading record 3 / 5 times a week that might be used in your own writing
· make predictions based upon evidence you have seen so far and note down what you think will happen.

Multiplication Tables Check 
After half term, the children will be undertaking their Multiplication Tables check. In order to prepare for this, please ensure your child continues to practise their times tables. This could be using TTRS, ANTON, timestables.co.uk or good old fashioned paper and pen! Many thanks for your support with this. Knowing their multiplication facts to 12 x 12 really does help set the children up for their maths learning going into the upper school.
