Don’t forget you should still be regularly logging onto Mathletics for some additional Maths practice and do keep reading! Also don’t forget to keep up with all the craft, baking, fitness and other activities you have been getting up to and remember to send photographs of anything you have enjoyed doing to your year 6 teachers. 

You may also like to look on the school website at some of the activities other year groups are doing as you may like to try some of them yourself.



Maths
This week the focus for our maths learning is the four number operations and revising work you have done on these in Year 6. Saved onto the website are various activities for you to try. Just do what you can, but do try to do some maths every day. Don’t do them all at once – choose one a day!
1) Mental Calculations – Have a look through the PowerPoint called ‘Mental Calculations and Estimating.’  Read it carefully and answer any questions on their by making jottings on a piece of paper. Then have a go at the activities on the worksheets called Mental Calculations and Estimation Worksheets. Be careful, each worksheet is on the page twice – only do it once! 

2) Reasoning from known facts – Look through the PowerPoint ‘Reasoning from Known facts’ saved on the website.  Then have a go at some of the questions on the worksheets called ‘Reasoning from Known Facts’ – like yesterday be careful, one worksheet is on the page twice – only do it once! The answers are there too if you need to check anything. You don’t need to print things out you can make notes and jottings on paper.

3) Division Calculations – Look through the PowerPoint Division Skills Reminder. Then try the division practice questions and the Division Word problems.  On the word problems sheet there are 3 different levels of question, have a look and choose the ones you feel most comfortable doing. 

4) Division Calculations – Try the Maths Bot Warm up division questions. Choose the level you feel most comfortable with – or if you want to you could do them all! The answers are on the website too. Then have a go at the worded reasoning problem, how can you explain your thinking?

5) Addition Calculations - Try the Maths Bot Warm up addition questions. Choose the level you feel most comfortable with – or if you want to you could do them all! The answers are on the website too. Then have a go at the addition worded reasoning problem, how can you explain your thinking?


English
Writing Focus
Last week you read three chapter from the book called ‘One Thousand and one Arabian Nights’ by Geraldine Mc Caughrean’.  You now have an idea of some of the tales Queen Shaharazad told King Shahryar.

This week we would like you to plan, write and present your own Arabian Night tale.
Have a look at the one that the Year 6 teachers have written to give you some inspiration and use the checklist to make sure you have included lots of different writing techniques.   The teachers model and checklist are both on the website for you to see.

1)  Using either a story mountain, picture board or just bullet points plan your own story in note form. (There are templates for a story mountain and story board on the website if you wish to use one, you know how to use, you have done them before in school! You can print them or just create your own on paper)

2) Draft your stories using the checklist of features to help you make your story really descriptive.  This should take you a few days to draft, edit and improve, just as you do when you complete writing in school. 

3) Present your story into neat, perhaps make it into a little book or just write up with illustrations to go along with it.

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Science 
The Human Skeleton-Muscular System

There several science activities to work through this week for science, maybe choose to do one a day.

1) Read through the PowerPoint called ‘Human Body -  Skeletal System PowerPoint. As you read it answer any question on it by making notes on a piece of paper. What can you find out about the Human Skeleton and muscles? 

2) Complete the skeleton labelling cut and stick sheet – if you need any help you can look up the human skeleton on line to help you. 

3) Using just card, string or wool, straws, tape, scissors and a pencil you can made a model hand showing the bones and muscles! 4) Finally, if you can print out the template can you make a giant skeleton from the sheet on the website. When you have finished test yourself and see which bones you can label and name! If you cannot print it out try and draw around yourself, draw your bones and label them.


History

This week we will continue to look at what life was like in Britain during the Dark ages compared to life in Baghdad and how early Islamic civilisation developed between 600-100CE. What did you learn last week about these times?
The activities this week focus on the characteristics of life during early Islamic civilisation. Remember just do one activity a day, this is two or three sessions of work.

1) Read slides 1-8 about life in Islamic towns, cities and homes. AS you read make notes of the important information you have read then present your findings either in a neat paragraph, poster or list of neat bullet points. 

2) The Golden Age life in Arabia was very different to life in Britain, there were many positive developments with lots of learning and inventions.  The Islamic inventions PowerPoint includes information about the following areas of development in Baghdad at the time:
· Islamic learning and scholarship
· Libraries, books and paper 
· Science – astronomy 
· Science - chemistry  
· Mathematics 
· Medicine 
· Technology 

Chose one of these areas and read the slides about it from the PowerPoint making notes as you read. 
Present what you have learnt in a paragraph, poster, leaflet or in any other way you wish. You can of course read more and find out about more than one area of development if you want to. 

How exciting would it have been to live in Baghdad during these times – so much was being learnt and invented, it really was an exciting time. 

Ask your parents to send Mrs Lillywhite or the Year 6 teachers photographs of any of the work you produce from your research about the Golden Age of Islam.



Art
This week the children in school have started to look at the artist William Morris.   We have three activities for you to try this week.
William Morris (24 March 1834 - 3 October 1896) was an English architect, furniture and fabric designer, artist, writer, and socialist. He was born in Walthamstow in East London.
Morris's major contribution was as a designer of repeating patterns for wallpapers and textiles. This was mainly based on a close observation of nature. 

1) Look through the William Morris PowerPoint on the website. What can you find out?

2) Have a look at the examples of the work by William Morris on the document saved on the website. Choose one and either print it out to annotate around or just write some notes on a piece of paper about what you can see, what you like about it, make notes about the artist choice of subject, colour etc.

3) Create your own William Morris inspired pattern/image. Remember he used nature as his stimulus so maybe while you are out for a walk look around and see what you can see, look for different leaves, flowers, colours and animals.
