You may also like to look on the school website at some of the activities other year groups are doing as you may like to try some of them yourself.

Maths
This week the focus for our maths learning is all about measures.  Some of these activities are interactive PowerPoints so you don’t need to print anything out for these, you can just use paper to make notes alongside to help you answer the questions. 
1) Work through the Measurement PowerPoint Day 1 – make notes as you go to help you solve the problems. This should be revision as it is all things that you have covered in school before. 
2) Work through the Measures Mastery Problems. You can print them out if you want to, but you don’t need to, you can work them out on paper. Read them very carefully and pick out the important information you need to solve the problems. Don’t cheat by looking at the answers!
3) Work through the Measures quiz PowerPoint. There are a lot of questions on this so you may want to work through this over two days. 

If you wish to do any more maths there is also a converting measures worksheet on the website that you can complete and there are lots of measures activities on Mathletics. 





English
This week we carry on working on things around the  video clip ‘The Ridge’. The video clip can be found here https://www.literacyshed.com/the-sports-shed.html
Work through these activities in order.
1) Play the clip and pause at 4:18 when Danny reaches the peak. write down the best word or phrase you can think of to describe the view from the top, then stick it into the middle of a piece of paper and see if you can use the word to write 3 different descriptive sentences.  Looking at the image at the peak again can you complete the Senses Worksheet saved on the website, this uses the 5 senses to describe a setting. 
2) Write 2 or 3 paragraphs of narrative (story) to describe Danny’s journey up the mountain, using the ideas you collected on the senses worksheet. 
3) Symbolism is a form of figurative language. What does this mean? Look up the definition of figurative and literal to compare the two.  You already know lots of methods of figurative language from work you have done in school (metaphor, simile, personification,, alliteration, onomatopoeia). Using examples of figurative language complete the Symbolism Worksheet based on extracts/places in ‘The Ridge.’ E.g ‘The mist could be a thin blanket covering the lake.’  ‘Danny’s bike is his guide and support.’
4)Read the example Ridge Poem saved on the website, what a lovely example of a poem and how descriptive of the video! Your task today using all of the amazing language you have collected in activities 1-3, is to write your own poem called The Ridge. Write you poem in first person to detail Danny’s exploration of the mountain. When you are happy with your draft present your poem into neat and add illustrations. We would love to see any amazing finished poems.  There is a Figurative Language Checklist you can use to help you with your poem if you wish.

PSHE
This week our objective is to reflect on events and how we feel?

1)Imagine we could time travel back to the summer term of 2019, before we knew what Coronavirus was. Think about What you might say to your younger self?

2Now imagine we could send a letter to our younger selves.  This task is to write that letter thinking about:

•	What would we say to explain what is happening at the moment?
•	What would you tell yourself to enjoy?
•	Would you tell yourself not to worry?

If you are stuck with how to start, you could use this example structure:

Dear me....
I hope you are well and enjoying ________.

Life here has taken an unexpected turn.......(explain coronavirus, what lockdown was like and what school is like now).

If I could go back to where you are I would want to....(which bits of your life do you miss?)

So, please appreciate ___________ while you can. (which things do you wish you had spent more time doing?)

Art
Following on from the work you did on ancient Islamic Civilizations and the Gooden Age of Islam this week we are looking at Islamic art.
In Islamic art the geometric figure of the circle is often used and it represents the primordial symbol of unity and the ultimate source of all diversity in creation. The natural division of the circle into regular divisions is the ritual starting point for many traditional Islamic patterns, as demonstrated in the drawings below.
