Year 6 project checklist

This checklist will provide you with a list of things you must include in your project.
Things that you must have:

· An attractive cover page introducing your country.
· A contents page.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]A bibliography. This is a page where you explain where you obtained your information. You can write down books you used, websites you visited and people that you spoke with. You can also discuss how you sorted through your information and how you decided what to keep and what to leave out.

English
· A fictional piece of writing or a non-fictional piece of writing about your country 
· Fictional piece: you could write a short story set inside your country. A project about Egypt could have a story about a young child exploring the pyramids, for example. 
· Non-fictional piece: this could be a newspaper article based on your country, instructional writing, or even a non-chronological report about something unique to your country.

Art
· A piece of art inspired by your country. You could create this using any of the techniques we have used this year. Use your imagination! They can also be 3D. Try and think about the resources you have available at home that you could use. 

Maths
· Maths-related learning. The most effective way of including maths is using data and including graphs. For example: you could present a graph on your country’s rainfall within a year and describe any patterns you may see. Talk about your ideas with an adult and think of something really interesting that you’re curious about. When producing graphs (such as bar graphs, line graphs or pie charts), you might need some support putting them together. You can do this on paper or online. If you need some support, use the website linked below for some help in making a simple but effective graph.

History
· History-related learning. Firstly, you have to create a timeline of key events that are important to your country. What important things have happened in your country in its history? When was the country formed? Has it been in major wars/battles? Were they important events that happened for the people? Secondly, choose a significant historical person or group of people from your country. Why are/were they important? What are they/did they achieve? Tell us about them in a short fact file which explains why you chose them. 

Geography
· Geography-related learning. Firstly, you have to create a map of your country. There is lots of information online when researching this. Which are the most important/significant cities and landmarks that you’re going to include on your map? Secondly, you need to research a feature that you’re interested in. This could be a mountain, a river or a natural disaster that occurs regularly in this country. Perhaps your country has a coastline or a desert you could find out more about! Write about them, sketch them or simply create a fact file about the feature with lots of images and interesting facts. 

DT
· DT work related to food. Research and plan how to make a meal that originates from your country. Choose something you’ll be able to make because that is a key part of this task! This is similar to a homework task that we set you earlier in the year. Challenge yourself but remember to remain safe. You must ask for adult support with this task if it requires use of equipment/utensils which are dangerous such as knives for chopping or ovens to cook.


PE
· PE-related learning. We are asking you to prepare a gymnastics routine that can tell us a story about your chosen country. Look at all of the different balances we have provided on the website (it’s in a document you can download for at home) and decide on a routine. Note: some of the balances are quite tricky and you should discuss which ones are the most appropriate for you to do at home. Please ensure you do any gymnastics learning safely and you give yourself plenty of space. If you have a garden space, completing this there might be a good idea. You could record this or even try and get other members of the family involved! 

Science
· Science-related learning. Find out about an animal that is native to your country. Learn about how it has adapted to its environment and explain this. You can use images and diagrams to do this.
