	1229 – First chancellor of Oxford University and later Bishop of Lincoln, Robert Grosseteste had studied at Cordoba. 
	
	880s - Alfred gathers scholars from Britain and Europe to try to reproduce important books destroyed in Viking raids.

	
	
	

	880s - King Alfred has important religious writings translated into English (from Latin).
	
	1085 – Toledo taken by Christians. A centre for translating Arabic books into Latin opens there.

	
	
	

	1016 the Norwegian King, Cnut, also becomes King of England.

	1095 – Pope Urban II calls on Christians across Europe to go to war against the Saracens in the Holy Land.
	
	1140 – Daniel of Morley travels to Cordoba to study mathematics and astronomy. He returns to teach at Oxford University.

	
	
	

	1143 – Robert of Chester translates the Quran and works of mathematician Al–Khwarizmi.

	570 – Mohammad born in Mecca in Arabia. He is said to have received messages from God setting out a new religion – Islam.

	786 - The House of Wisdom established in Baghdad. It is a library, research institute and translation bureau.
	
	800 – Caliph Harun al-Rashid gives Charlemagne a clock that strikes the hour. (Alfred reputedly devised candle clocks in Britain mid C8th.)

	
	
	

	780 - Al-Khwarizmi born, mathematician who first developed algebra.
	
	801 – Al-Kindi born. Polymath-mathematician, philosopher, chemist, physicist and musician.

	
	
	

	828 – Al-Shammasiyah Observatory opens in Baghdad.
	
	859 – University of Fez (Morocco) funded by Fatima al-Fihri opens. 

	
	
	 

	858 – Al-Battani born. Astronomer who calculated astronomical measurements with almost modern accuracy.
	
	913 – medical practice regulations developed by Caliph Al-Muqtader. He and his mother open two hospitals in Baghdad.

	
	
	

	973 – Al-Biruni born. Geographer, astronomer and mathematician who measured the circumference of the Earth. 
	
	By 1076 Seljuk Turks are in power in Baghdad, Syria, Iran, Jerusalem and are threatening the Byzantine Empire and Christian Europe. 

	
	
	

	980 –Ibn Sina born (Avicenna). Physician who wrote the Canon of Medicine. 
	
	1009 – Death of astronomer Ibn Yunus. He produced thousands of astronomical records.
