Maths 
There are some new daily 5’s to try and mark as well as a few word problems to try below. 

English 
Complete some of the daily 5 tasks. 

Topic Theme this week: ‘Under the Sea’ 
This is a suggested learning journey for those of you who would appreciate this structure.  Do feel to complete the activities in the order you wish however.
Tuesday:
· Create a list of questions that you always wanted to know about life in the Sea.  E.g. Are sharks mammals or fish?  How much of our planet is made up of the sea? etc.
Pick one or two research and see what you can find out.  Write down a brief report and illustrate with pictures or labelled diagrams.
· Check out this website:

Investigate where sharks can be found around the world and mark at least 5 of them on your world map.  Where are the clusters of sharks currently?  Why do you think this might be?  Investigate some other creatures too such as turtles or seals.

Wednesday
· Look at the worksheets on 2D shape and revise/learn your shape names.  What properties can you remember from when we learnt about these in class?  Complete your different types of triangles worksheet.
· Art and Craft – look at the examples of sea creatures using 2D shapes.  Create your own version using any art and craft materials you have at home.  Can you complete a picture that has at least 8 different 2d shape sea creatures on it… or more? Could you think of fun names using alliteration e.g. Terry the triangular turtle.
Thursday

· Choose
·  one of the creatures and write a diary entry about how you felt after the event?  Explain what happened to you and use a good range of descriptive vocabulary.  How many different types of feelings can you explain at different points in the event?
You could be: the shrimp, the Pink Piranha or the large shark…
Don’t forget to write in the first person, as if you are that character. 

· Egg box project.  Use an egg box, or several of them, to create an underwater scene using art and craft materials.  See the egg box examples.
