Maths 
There are some new daily 5’s to try and some challenges too. 

English 
Complete some of the daily 5 tasks. 

Topic Theme this week: ‘Sports’. 
This is a suggested learning journey for those of you who would appreciate this structure.  Do feel to complete the activities in the order you wish however.
Tuesday:
· Research a new sport of your choosing and make a poster. Look at sports like lacrosse, polo, diving or American football. 
· Complete the sports quiz and then create some questions of your own. You could even send these to your teachers – I know Mr Gibbs would love a test. 
· Daily 5 English 
· The Mystery of the missing tennis balls is a great activity to try. 
· P.E. - Try out a new sport outside or create an obstacle course to try. 
· Science – Keep a log of what you eat today and write down the sugar content. How many grams have you eaten? How could you be healthier? 

Wednesday
· Olympic comprehension to complete. 
· Art- Go onto YouTube and search for ‘Art hub – Olympic rings’ and draw them. 
· Design a new sport and a kit for the team 
· English – Can I find out about the history of the Olympics? Look through the attached PowerPoints and complete the sheet. See what you can find out. 
· Science – Follow the link here https://www.science-sparks.com/sports-science/ and see if you can complete any of the science experiments that you see! 
Thursday
· English – Write a story based on the life of a piece of equipment. You could be a cone, hoop, football, bib or gym mat. Think about what you would see and how you would feel. Has lockdown affected you? Have you been played with? What are you looking forward to? 
· P.E. Play outside and do at least half an hour of sports. Could you play rounders, cricket, badminton or dodgeball? 
· Maths- Sports day maths. 
· Art- Try and create a football using a net or using lots of elastic bands. Find a creative way to make a sports ball. You could use a balloon and cover it with paper. You could try and wrap an apple and see if it bounces? 
· Art – Alternatively, use this link https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=SAhiIlTxUYA and create a fortune teller. Add in questions all about sports. 
Friday
· PSHE- Create a gratitude board. See an example of one that has been attached. 
· Maths- Try the flag exercise and see if you can spot vertical, horizontal lines and any different angles. 
· P.E.- Play a big game of catch with all of your family. Try and use different objects and see who drops it first. Could you use a tennis ball, carrot, bottle or if you are really confident an egg? 
· Daily 5 maths and English. 
· Film- Watch a film based on sports. Mr Gibbs’ favourite is Space Jam! Write a few questions down about it and then write a couple of sentences explaining the moral of the film.
