Maths 
There are some new daily 5’s to try and some challenges too. 

English 
Complete some of the daily 5 tasks. 

Topic Theme this week: ‘Nature’. 
This is a suggested learning journey for those of you who would appreciate this structure.  Do feel free to complete the activities in any order you wish however.  
You may also like to try some  Nature colouring sheets for mindfulness time during each day. You can get these by using the following link:

Monday:
Can I identify what ‘Nature’ means to me? (Generating ideas/vocabulary enrichment)
· Watch the clip:  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=DRONFXoXsJ0
· You may also enjoy watching some of these:

· Create a mind map showing what nature means to you. How many words and phrases can you generate? Look up the word ‘Nature’ in a dictionary and see what sort of definitions you can get.  Check your spellings using a dictionary. (See an example on the next page.)

Can I be a nature detective? (classification activity, working safely)
· Look at your tree identification sheet (with leaf shapes) – depending on your circumstances, see how many different trees you can identify in your local area.  This might involve going for a walk with your family, looking in your garden, going to a local park or common.  Ensure you are safe and always go with an adult.  Gather some examples of leaves and other natural objects ready for some possible art work (a small bag would be useful to gather these).  Again, remember to be safe, do not pick anything that is harmful, keep your hands away from your face and wash your hands thoroughly afterwards.  Always check with your adult.  When we did this in school, our most popular trees were Oak and Sycamore. See if you find the same.
Extension:  You may want to write a short report about what you found out, once you have returned home.  Could you draw a rough sketch map to show where you found each tree?  Can you find out anything else about the trees you found (e.g. are they deciduous or evergreen?  How do they disperse their seeds?)
Tuesday:
Can I create an art composition on a theme of ‘Leaves’? (working with a range of media, combining materials, exploring line, shape and tone)
· Look at the art PowerPoint ‘Leaf Art Ideas’.  Create your own piece of art work using these ideas.  You might like to explore more than one…
Can I describe how plants get their food? (science, use of diagrams, identifying the basic key ideas linked to photosynthesis)
· Watch the clip: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=UPBMG5EYydo
· Read the PowerPoint about Photosynthesis.  
· Answer the questions on the ‘How do plants make their own food?’ worksheet.
· Draw and label your own diagram to explain how plants make their own food.  Make sure you use the vocabulary: sunlight, oxygen, carbon dioxide, green leaves, chlorophyll, water and nutrients from the soil.
· Extra for fun/help with spellings and science vocab – complete photosynthesis word search.



Wednesday
Can I write my own tree poem, using similes?  (Reading skills, develop skills of description through simile work.)
· Read the poem ‘Trees’ on your poetry worksheet.  Can you highlight all the similes? 
E.g. ‘Wider than a bus’, ‘like an old lamppost’.
· Using the starter phrases in the boxed grid, make up seven new similes about a tree.  Can you then put them together to write your own poem?
· Draft your poem and check with an adult (spellings, making sense, punctuation etc.)
· Use the line guide and border pages to write your very best version of your poem in your neatest handwriting.
Thursday
Can I identify animals using classification?
· Watch the following to learn about vertebrates and invertebrates (you may need a login for this as it is on a teaching website: tes.com.  Ask your parents as they can join for free.) Watch video number 2:

· Play the vertebrate or invertebrate game (using the PowerPoint of the same name).
· Read the ‘Classification’ PowerPoint to find out even more and to play ‘the odd one out’ game at the end.
· Using your classifying animals picture sheet, and your classification poster to help, cut out the animals and stick them into the correct section of your categories chart.  Check with the answer sheet when you have finished.

Friday
Can I apply my reading skills?
· Complete at least one reading comprehension.  You can choose from: ‘Nature Comprehension’ or ‘Plastic Pollution Comprehension’.  (One star – I find reading a challenge, two star – I am a confident reader, three star – I enjoy a real challenge with my reading.)
