Maths 
There are some new daily 5’s to try and some challenges too. 

English 
Complete some of the daily 5 tasks. 

Topic Theme this week: ‘Emergency Services’, with the main focus on the RNLI. 
This is a suggested learning journey for those of you who would appreciate this structure.  Do feel free to complete the activities in any order you wish however.  
Monday:
Can I identify what the emergency services are and why they are so important? (Generating ideas/vocabulary/identifying what you know already) 
· Try to write an explanation of what you think the emergency services are. 
· List all the emergency services you can think of (e.g. Fire Service).
· Read the PowerPoint ‘What makes a situation an emergency?’ and discuss your ideas with an adult.
· Look through the emergency incident cards.  Choose one, or more, and write about what you would do, in answer to the questions.  Make sure you use full sentences, that your work make sense and that you use the correct punctuation.  Can you also use some interesting and varied connecting words?
Tuesday:
What can I learn about The Royal National Lifeboat Association (RNLI)? (application of reading skills, identifying dangers and how to keep safe, explanation writing)
Can I work to achieve my ‘Water Safety Passport 2’ certificate?

Today and tomorrow, work on achieving your ‘Water Safety Passport 2’ certificate.  You will need guidance from an adult at home.
· Work through the workshops and complete your first two stamps (up to and including page 10)
· Create a booklet of your work – e.g. print out the picture on page 4 and circle the dangerous parts.   Write sentences to explain why they are dangerous and how you can remain safe.
Wednesday:
Can I continue to work to achieve my ‘Water Safety Passport 2’ certificate? (application of reading skills, identifying dangers and how to keep safe, explanation writing, descriptive writing)
· Work through the workshops and complete the work for stamps 3 and 4 (from page 11, up to and including page 19)
· Add to your booklet of work.  Explain why it would be important to call 999 in the situation you are presented with, on page 18.
· Extension – write a short story about the scenario on page 18 or write a description about a time that you have felt unsafe near water.
Thursday:
Can I write a shape poem? (application of reading skills, vocabulary extension, creative writing)
A shape poem is a poem where the lines form the shape of the theme of the poem.  See ‘Shape Poem Examples 1 & 2’.
· Read the shape poem slides to learn even more about the RNLI.
· Write a shape poem about the RNLI, using the slides to help you.  You could write your poem in the shape of a lifeboat or a life-saving jacket/ring.  If you would prefer, you can write a shape poem about any of the other emergency services…
· Remember to draft your poem first, without worrying about the shape.  Edit it to make sure you have the best possible word and phrase choices.
· Finally, write your edited and improved version in the shape you have chosen (draw some very light, pencil construction lines to help guide you; you can always rub these out later.)
Friday:
Can I design and make a medal of recognition for service? (application of design and making skills, using materials safely, measuring and cutting with accuracy, adjusting designs to suit purpose, practise of fine motor skills, creative thinking)
The people who work for the emergency services often have to be brave and courageous, sometimes putting their own lives at risk.  This is why they are viewed as heroic by so many people.  
If you had to design and make a medal for someone in the emergency services, to thank them and recognise them for their service, what would it look like?
Use today to design and make a medal with the materials you have at home.  Think about which type of person it would be for (e.g. a fireman or woman, a paramedic, a doctor, someone who works for the RNLI etc.)  Better still, if you know someone who works for the emergency services, you could even present them with the medal you have made!
Look at some of the designs we made in school, to help you.
