Topic Theme this week: ‘Pirates’. 
This is a suggested learning journey for those of you who would appreciate this structure.  Do feel free to complete the activities in any order you wish however.  
Music and Story
Listen to one or two episodes every day from ‘Treasure Island’.  You may also like to sing some of the songs that accompany the series.  Use this link:

Monday:
Can I research information about pirates? (reading and research skills)
· Read the PowerPoint ‘Mon About Being a Pirate’

Can I design and make a bounty poster? (application of research skills, creative writing)
· Make a bounty poster using, ‘Mon Bounty Poster Activity Sheet’ and ‘Mon Bounty Poster Background’.
· Use the Activity sheet as a checklist about what to include.  You can use ideas from the PowerPoint that you have read.
· 
Tuesday:
Can I respond to comprehension questions, using evidence from the text? (information retrieval, word and phrase identification and use of inference)
· Read and answer questions, choosing from:
·  One Star Pirate Reading Comprehension (I find reading a challenge),
·  Two Star Pirate Reading Comprehension (I am a confident reader) 
or 
· Three Star Pirate Reading Comprehension (I feel super-confident about my reading).

Wednesday
Can I practise my calculation skills?  (practice of mental strategies)
· Carry out a mosaic maths tasks.  There are different levels of difficulty so choose a level that will challenge you.  You may need a piece of paper to help you do some jottings when trying to solve some of the questions.
· Choose from:
· Pirate Mosaic Maths one star (I find mental calculations tricky)
· Pirate Mosaic Maths two star and two star plus (I feel confident about mental calculations)
· Pirate Mosaic Maths three star (I feel very confident about mental calculations, including working with decimal numbers)
Thursday
Can I apply my knowledge about co-ordinates? (identify co-ordinates in the first quadrant, be able to identify 8 point on a compass)
· Complete the Pirate Treasure map activity (remember – ‘along the corridor and up the stairs’; horizontal co-ordinate first and then the vertical one)
· Design and make your own Pirate Treasure map.  What obstacles can you put on your island to make sure it is tricky to get to the treasure (e.g. mountains, swamps, swing-bring, a raging river with rapids).  You might want to stain a piece of paper with a used, cooled-down tea bag first (remember to give it plenty of time to dry). Or, you could use the same background as your Bounty Poster, used on Monday. Remember to include a compass (showing North, North East, East, South East, South, South West, West and North West) to help the map reader navigate.
· Extension – can you write a set of questions about your treasure map (just like your first Treasure Map activity)? Try the questions out on someone else at home.

If you would like to learn more about the 8 points of the compass – look at the PowerPoint ‘Compass Points’
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Friday
Can I write complete sentences in French? (new French vocabulary, constructing sentences on a theme)
· Read the ‘Pirates French Activity’ PowerPoint.
· You could use a translator to hear what the words and phrases sound like. Try:

· Try to write at least 5 different French sentences, together with their English translation, using a word or phrase from each of the three sections on the activity sheet.
· E.g. 
  Adverb of Place/           verb/      noun

Dans la bateau pirate, je vois un baril de rhum.

        In the pirate ship, I see a barrel of rum.

· You may wish to draw an illustration by each pair of sentences.
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
